Listed below are suggestions for getting OTHERS Day organized. Please communicate these ideas to your SSM Board, SS teachers and congregation.











WEEK 1	Contact	Getting Focused


		“Lord, who should I invite?”


Look around, see who’s missing in SS or worship.


Have congregation make a list of five people; pray the list…ontact them all. Be sensitive  


 to the Lord’s leading...listen to the contacts. What are they saying to you?


Explain OTHERS Sunday to the congregation (purpose, strategies and goal).


Include announcement in Sunday bulletin.


Prepare other promotional materials.





WEEK 2	Connect	Invite


		“Lord, how can I show I care?”


Pastor shares his experience in morning worship about inviting someone.


Arrange for someone to give a testimony during the worship service about finding Christ through


the influence of an invitation or someone reaching out to them.


Ask congregation to contact their “list” and make an invitation to SS, Worship and Lunch        


on OTHERS Day. Let your contacts know that you will be praying for them.





WEEK 3	Confirm	Follow-up


		“Lord, open up the doors...”


Encourage the congregation to phone invited friends to reaffirm their attendance.


Secure a final commitment from the congregation to invite someone for OTHERS Sunday.


Have a Ministry Director talk about inviting a friend in the morning worship service.





WEEK 4	Celebrate	Fellowship


		“Lord, use me”


Create a genuine friendly atmosphere.


Greeters will welcome and register guests.


Everyone wear a nametag.


Have packets of information about the ministry of the church.


Plan a worship service that affirms friendship. Choose hymns and choruses that are easy              


 to sing. Plan so that guests will feel free to participate with the congregation. Plan the        


morning message to meet the needs of the guest.


Encourage congregation to invite their guests home for dinner, or out to a restaurant for                  


a time of fellowship.

Follow- Up			


Mail a letter from the Pastor to all guests attending the worship service.


Lay leaders and the pastor should visit all guests by phone or in their home (when possible).


Encourage groups within the church to plan other events to which the guests can be invited.


Find some way to encourage the guests to become involved in SS class.


Get children and youth involved.
